and qualified.

hanges would be the following: The Board of Directors shall consist of at least nine (9) and not more than twelve(12) regular
or life members, as may be determined from time to time by a majority vote of the membership present
at any annual meeting. The number of Board of Directors from one state would be limited to no more than 5.
Each Director would be elected for a term of 3 years. (Rolling Terms) If a Director misses 2 consecutive meeting
the Board of Directors may remove that member from the Board.

Annual Meeting Minutes
February 29" & March 1% 2008
Quality Inn, Roanoke Airport
Roanoke, Virginia

On Friday night, February 29" the Southeastern Hackney Association held a “Meet and Greet”
social. President, Lib McClellan, welcomed about 10 members and guests. Vice President, Dot Richards,
provided a couple of hackney training videos from the National Hackney Society. Everyone enjoyed plenty
of refreshment provided by Dot Richards, Lib McClellan, and Carolyn Whitfield.

Saturday morning, March 1, 2008, 2 clinics were held in the conference room at the hotel. Dr.
Tanya Hatchet DVM, a graduate of Virginia Tech Bet School, gave a very interesting talk on Equine
Dentistry. She provided a hands on opportunity to see and feel the tools used in performing her job. She
talked about the new power dental tool and the good points used in performing her job. (The fact that it is
faster and less painful on our animal.)

Next we had 2 representatives from the Southern States Equine Specialists Division, Tommy Barron and
Carolyn Williams. Mr. Barron and Mrs. Williams did a slid presentation on Equine Feed and Nutrition.
There was lots of discussion on the hay shortage and things we could do to help supplement our horse’s
feed. One point they made that has changed in the last few years was that we don’t want to feed our
performance horses high protein feed but a high fat feed. This is due to taking energy away from the
muscles because protein takes more energy to break down. After the presentation and discussion, they had
several drawings for Southern State Feed.

We would like to thank Dr. Hatchet, Tommy Barron, and Carolyn Williams for their presentations
and for giving of their time to our association. Also each donated items for our auction later that night.
We adjourned for lunch.

General Meeting
President, Lib McClellan, called the General Meeting to order at 1 pm in the conference room of the Quality
Inn. She welcomed everyone to the annual meeting and had everyone attending introduce themselves. Each
of the members and guest (around 25) were treated to a little bag of treats and water.
President, Lib McClellan, thank Dot Richards for getting the speakers and for taking care of the
arrangements with the Quality Inn. She also thanked everyone for attending the “Meet and Greet” on Friday
night.

Secretary’s Report
Secretary, Carolyn Whitfield, read the minutes from the Annual Fall Meeting held at the North Carolina
State Fair on October 20, 2007. Lib asked if there were any corrections to the minutes. A motion for the
minutes to be accepted was made by Vernon Foster and seconded by Ernest Lambdin. Secretary’s Report
was approved by the members.

Treasurer’”s Report
Treasurer, Carolyn Whitfield, gave the Treasurer’s Report (each member was given an itemized copy)
As of 1-31-08 the following accounts had

Lib asked if there were any corrections to the Treasurer’s Report. A motion to accept the Treasurer’s
Report was made by Dot Richards and seconded by Charles Leonard. Treasurer’s Report was approved by
the members.

Futurity Report

The Futurity Report was given by Carolyn Whitfield.
28 ponies were nominated, 9 ponies showed at the North Carolina State Fair Horse Show
All Futurity divisions had nominated ponies except the Pleasure Driving Class. The weanling filly got sick,
so we didn’t have an entry in that class.

2" Place received $286.20
The 2007 High Point Breeder, M.L. Gray, received $100.
The 2007 Owner of the Sire of the Weanling colt, Ernest Lambdin, received $100.
We would like to thank everyone for nominating and showing their ponies in the SEHA Futurity.

Ernest Lambdin’s pony, STS LaTaDa, won the Kennedy Pony Halter donated by Jay and Pat Kennedy.
Ernest nominated his ponies by the July 31 deadline.

Lib asked if there were any corrections to the Futurity Report. A motion to accept the Futurity Report was
made by Tom Kirby and seconded by Dan Boles. Futurity Report was approved by the members.

High Point Report
High Point Report was given by Charles Leonard.
22 ponies were nominated in the various divisions. Cost to nominate each pony was $10. We allotted $350
to purchase the awards. He spent $290 on the awards leaving $60. Charles suggested using the money in a
reversed raffle during the Award’s Banquet. Any money made from the raffle will go back in the General
Fund. A motion to accept Charles’ proposal was made by Charlotte Carter and seconded by Vernon Foster.
Proposal was approved by members. This turned out to be a lot of fun!

Discussion was held regarding end of year awards being set at $350. Charles stated that he had been
able to get several nice awards plus ribbons for this amount in the past. Depending on the number of ponies
nominated, the membership voted to add from the general fund necessary funds to meet the $350 if needed
for year end awards.

Charles mentioned he had trouble getting points from owners of ponies nominated for the High Point
Awards each year. He recommended that points be turned in by December 1% since there are several shows
being held in November including a new one being managed by Joyce Wilson. Motion was made,
seconded, and voted on to extend the date. Lib and Carolyn will update forms and notify every one of the
changes.

Lib mentioned that there were several Hackney owners who had voiced there interest in the
association that have Carriage Driving Ponies. There was a discussion about adding a Carriage Driving
Division to the High Point Awards. It was noted that many of the carriage driving ponies were crossed or
non-papered Hackney ponies. Discussion was held to include the registration number on the High Point
Form and to add a Carriage Driving Division. This would open up a new avenue to sell our ponies and
increase our membership. Motion was made to add Registration Numbers to the High Point Form and add a
Carriage Driving Division to the High Point Awards by Charlotte Carter and seconded by Jennifer Foster.
Motion accepted by members.

OLD BUSINESS
Lib asked for everyone to turn in the ads for the Newsletter.
Added Jackpot Money

Added money was awarded in the Open Road Pony Division at the North Carolina State Fair. Jack Richard
and Bali Hali received $100 and Lib McClellan and Famous Amos received $50. The criteria were--- the
owner had to be a member of the SEHA and the pony had to be nominated for the High Point Award. The
highest placed pony would receive $100 and the second highest placed pony would receive $50. Discussion
was held about adding more of these classes at different locations. Question was asked---Where is the
largest participation? Charles stated Blowing Rock had 15, NC State Championship had 13, and NC State
Fair had 13. No action was taken at this time. We are to look into this more!

Trophies at Different Shows
Small cups or gifts have been donated by the SEHA at various shows for 2 performance classes (one being
for a youth class) This generates awareness of the association. Show managers appreciate them and the
winners love them. After a discussion, a motion was made and seconded to continue doing this.
Membership voted and approved the motion. If you need cups for different shows, contact Lib, Dot, or
Carolyn. No more Old Business let’s move on to the New Business!
